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The interest in earth environmental energies and the phenomenon
of geopathic stress is increasing generally so we are pleased to
share with you the concepts that we use in our work. As with all
complex concepts, the word geopathic stress tends to have
different meanings depending on the knowledge and experience of
the practitioner or person concerned. We tend to use the term
in a generic sense to cover a variety of stresses. It 1is our
hope that by sharing our experiences we can all begin to more
fully appreciate these phenomena.

We would first like to tell you how we became involved in
geopathic stress balancing and then provide some examples and
case studies to illustrate how we work.

Jacqgueline began her working career as a secondary school
teacher. She eventually became involved in teaching slow
learners. It was through this that she came across Educational
Kinesiology, a system which, through a series of subtle exercises
known as Brain Gym assists in learning. Owing to the improvement
in the pupils' abilities she then trained to became a
professional kinesiclogist, using muscle testing to access
information from the body as to its state of health. This she
refined to access information, through self-testing, about
pPlaces, situations both past and present either on location of
from a distance. However, it soon became apparent that many of
the clients she saw were suffering from geopathic stress, a
factor known to negate the healing work of therapists. She
realised she needed to find a way to harmonise the environment
in which the person lived/worked in order to allow the natural
processes of the body to heal and function. It was through
meeting David that this came about. & "

David came to recognise the problem from several different
angles. He grew up on a Suffolk farm which has been the site of
civilisations for at least 28,000 vears - when the HNeolithic
tribes moved into Suffolk from the Thames basin loooking for
materials, such as good flint to make their tools. He has strong
roots in agriculture, and having read Newman Turner's books on
organic farming before he left school he had always been
interested in the "chemical revolution" and its adverse effects
on plants and animals. Having suffered from asthma from the age
of 6 he eventually turned to complementary therapies being
treated by a clinical kinesiologist and a cranial osteopath from
which he benefitted greatly. The kinesiclogist also taught him
about the effect of the environment on health which persuaded him
to train as a kinesiologist. He met Jacqui on a kinesiology
course.

Our complementary strengths and experiences have allowed us not
only to detect a whole variety of geopathic stresses both with
people and in buildings and places, but also to develop our own
range of products called Energy Mixing EBeacons, to achieve
harmonisation of the stresses. These are based on a system
developed by Peter Webb, a friend of David's in Ontario, Canada.
