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Environmental stress covers a gamut of adverse natural and man-made energies. Our
atmosphere is the cradle that we are brought up in and later live our lives in. It has
been found that gravity affects the foetus as early as nine weeks into pregnancy. The
electro-magnetic frequencies of infra red and ultra violet daily combining to give us
the magenta ray of life gives photo-stimulation of a vibrational nature that needs to
continue from the womb to the cradle and beyond.

Environmental stress includes firstly natural distorted magnetic fields that emanate
from the earth (geopathic stress) and resonances of toxic materials. Secondly the use
and abuse of the electro-magnetic spectrum including electric appliances, radio
broadcasting and associated installations. Thirdly the catalyst for the other two
sections is geopsychic stress being the frequencies affected by thought patterns that
lodge in the fabric of walls, furniture and indeed the land itself. This can be described
as energy in motion or e-motion of past and present owners and occupiers.

Environmental stress can contribute to a range of debilitating illness and bodily
dysfunctions. These stresses are invisible to the naked eye. However, their presence
in homes, offices and factories is increasingly being shown to be harmful to our health
and functioning.

Environmental stress affecting children is often overlooked. It can contribute to many
physical, emotional and mental disorders including learning difficulties, insomnia,
behavioural problems, depression, asthma, ME, cancer, leukaemia. There are
scientific research projects for the most serious of these illnesses whereas generally
behavioural and learning patterns in children are not seen to be important enough to
focus on as research projects. In all the case studies that we are going to report on the
children did not know the reason that their parents were having their homes
harmonised and therefore the effects of our harmonisation are not placebo effects. In
fact one young lady came to us who had grown up in a home that we had harmonised
many yvears ago. She asked us if we would balance her new flat as she missed the
atmosphere of the family home.

We have surrounded ourselves with a wide range of broad-spectrum energy mainly
from the electro-magnetic spectrum. We have come along with the bulldozer and
opened numerous quarries and mines for material for our buildings and we have
carved out of the old contours new communication systems both for travel and daily
contact with one another. We have introduced insulation to our housing and our
clothing, which has intensified the electric, magnetic and thermal fields around us.
This intensification is also affecting our emotions (or Energy in Motion) and the way
we interact with our circumstances the minute we move around in a continually
changing earth force field.
