Fnvironmental Stress in Business

Environmental stress includes natural distorted magnetic fields that emanate from the
earth (geopathic stress), resonances of toxic materials and the use and abuse of the
electro-magnetic spectrum including electrical appliances, radio broadcasting and
associated installations. The catalyst for these is geopsychic stress, which are the
frequencies affected by thought patterns that lodge in the fabric of walls, furniture and
indeed the land itself.

Besides problems from electric and
magnetic fields it is now suspected that many chemicals are emitted from electrical
apparatus. These are frequently placed close to the user and in areas without
sufficient ventilation to remove the damaging substances. The problems are thus
causes by electric and magnetic fields and also by the chemicals emitted by the
apparatus.

Most research does not support sufferers. Research takes a long time. DDT and
asbestos were used for many years. People became ill but it took decades before
research workers were able to establish the health risk.

Neither do those affected receive much support from society. Doctors seldom
diagnose the problem as hypersensitive to electricity.
